With a primary mission to instill key ) | .
Chinese language skills in students at The ‘ 1

University of Hong Kong—skills which will
help them excel linguistically in the
workplace of a cosmopolitan city like
Hong Kong where Chinese as a vehicle of
communication has now assumed much
greater importance — the Chinese
Language Enhancement Programme
(CLEP) in the School of Chinese has
developed and adopted effective
methodological approaches for delivering

a rich repertoire of tailor-made courses and workshops of varying types
that cater to the growing needs of students from diverse backgrounds and
with different learning capabilities. Students who successfully complete
the CLEP courses should have been adequately equipped to tackle the
Chinese language challenges in academic, social and professional
settings.

The CLEP regularly reviews and adjusts its educational priorities in
response to the changing circumstances. The 2019-22 triennium focused
on (a) promoting experiential learning (ExL); (b) integrating elements of
culture and literature into the practical Chinese curriculum; and (c)
implementing blended learning and self-directed learning strategies
inside and outside the classroom. The programme provided off-campus
learning opportunities for language skills and understanding Chinese
culture through real-life interactions. Cultural and literary elements are
emphasised through fiction, art, poetry, calligraphy, and visits to historical



sites. Theme-based activities like competitions, workshops, and field trips
were organised to broaden students’ cultural sensitivity and horizons.

CLEP has extensively used information technology for teaching and
learning activities, such as Moodle for course materials, flipped classroom
for student engagement, and mobile applications for language learning.
These methods allow for secure and quick access to course materials,
active participation, and ubiquitous learning beyond the classroom. In the
fight against COVID-19, CLEP colleagues took on new responsibilities
and got into stride with virtual teaching and learning in provision of the
best education for students. Learning management and communication
platforms such as Zoom, Camtasia, Panopto, Mentimeter, Qualtrics,
iSpring Quizmaker, Kahoot, Padlet, and other EdTech applications were
employed daily and extensively for instructional purposes.

The pedagogical changes brought about by COVID-19 persist beyond
the pandemic, and CLEP instructors are embracing these changes
strategically through a stronger web presence in two thematic areas: (a)
Enhancement Resources and (b) Virtual Teaching and Experiential
Learning for the 2022-25 triennium.

CLEP now offers a full range of Chinese Enhancement Resources to all
students across the University, including local students from non-Chinese
speaking background in different academic programmes. These
resources include online interactive learning resources to be published
on our website, and Chinese language support services for polishing the
Chinese proficiency of students with Cantonese as the spoken language,
plus support services for reading, writing and speaking skills, both online
and offline.



In addition, CLEP provides experiential learning opportunities to students
and infuses it in selected course teaching, allowing them to gain real-life
experience and sharpen their understanding towards Chinese culture.
CLEP is also developing new initiatives for enhancing students’ public
speaking skills, communication and writing skills through the setting up
of well-structured virtual learning platform and WebXR technology.

In response to the University’s initiative for Communication-intensive-
course (CiC) Certification, all CLEP courses have gone through a stringent
quality assurance process and been badged as communicative-intensive
courses. The CiC certification intends to provide integrated
undergraduate curricula that infuse instruction in communication and
collaboration among students. The Ci-badged courses focus on four
main areas of communication: a) oral literacy, b) written literacy, c) visual
literacy, and d) digital literacy. Upon completion of Ci-badged courses,
students will have developed significant abilities and attributes for being
effective communicators.

By incorporating creative elements into our courses and adopting
innovative, imaginative methods of teaching across the board, the CLEP
has made great strides towards taking practical Chinese language
education at this University to a higher level of excellence. Moving
forward, we will continue to provide quality CLEP courses and expand
our services to meet the needs of our students and the society.

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APPENDIX I -
CREDIT UNIT STATEMENT

As a sub-division of the School of Chinese, the Chinese Language
Enhancement Programme (CLEP) offers compulsory undergraduate
courses to students in all Faculties at The University of Hong Kong.
These courses have been specially tailored to suit the specific learning
needs in different disciplines and are intended primarily to raise
students’ level of competence in the use of the Chinese language in
academic and professional settings. The CLEP has also played a key role
in developing inter-faculty language courses for Mainland and non-
Cantonese speaking students.

A 6-credit course will usually entail 120 hours of student learning
activities, including 24 - 39 teacher-student contact hours and 81 - 96
hours of lectures, workshops, small group tutorials, preparation,
discussion, consultation and other forms of instruction. The
combinations of these activities vary, sometimes considerably, from one
course to another, depending largely on the distinctive features and
specific requirements of individual disciplines.

A mixed mode of evaluation featuring both continuous assessment and
final examination is adopted across the board. For the majority of CLEP
courses, the coursework to examination ratio is 50 to 50. Coursework
requirements usually include in-class drills, quizzes, oral presentations,
tutorial discussions, project reports, essays, article reviews, professional
writing practices as well as self-access and online exercises. The total
assessable output is normally around 5,000 - 10,000 Chinese characters
in written and spoken forms for a 6-credit course.
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To gauge students’ progress of enhancement in Chinese, the CLEP
administers a pre-test at the beginning of a course and a post-test (i.e.
an examination) at the end of the term. Two sets of statistical data
compiled from these two tests are collated, compared and analyzed with
a view to tracking students’ progress over time and, in the light of this
information, devising plans to improve student learning. Such an
evaluative process has proved to be an integral part of an effective
quality assurance mechanism, which in turn forms a solid basis of long-
term quality enhancement methodologies and strategies.
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
